4: (D)-Groundhogs day is celebrated every year on February 2nd. 
5: (D) The groundhog is known also as a woodchuck, land beaver, whistlepig, is a rodent of the family Sciuridae, belonging to the group of large ground squirrels. 
6: (D) Perhaps the earliest known American reference to Groundhog Day can be found at the Historical Society of Berks County in Reading, Pennsylvania.
7: (A) Perhaps the earliest known American reference to Groundhog Day was made on February 4, 1841 by a storekeeper James Morris' diary
8: (C) Groundhogs are excellent at making burrows, they use their burrows sleeping, rearing young, and hibernating. 
9: (D)The coldest season of the year is winter.
10: (A)The groundhog is the largest sciurid in its geographical range, typically measuring 40 to 65 cm (17 to 26 in) long (including a 15 cm tail) and weighing 2 to 4 kg (4.5 to 9 pounds).
